League Overview 
The Rome Floyd Parks & Recreation youth pickleball ladder league is designed to give players ages 13-17 a fun, and competitive environment to improve their skills. This is a ladder-style league, allowing teams to move up or down each week based on match results. Rome Floyd Parks & Recreation will create the initial ladder bracket. Teams will then coordinate with their scheduled opponents to choose a day, time, and location to play each weekly match.

Match Scheduling 
· Matches may be played at any Rome Floyd Parks & Recreation pickleball courts 
· Teams must agree on a match time within the assigned week 
· All weekly matches must be completed by Sunday night 
· If teams are unable to agree on a time, they should notify Parks & Rec as soon as possible

Match Format 
· Double teams 
· Best 2 out of 3 games 
· Games played to 11 points
· Win by 2
· Standard USA Pickleball rules apply unless otherwise noted

· Winning team must email match results within 24 hours of play

· Team names 
· Final scores of each game 
· Date match was played 

No-Shows & Forfeits 
· Teams are expected to make a good- faith effort to schedule and play matches 
· No-Show:
· If a team does not appear within 15 minutes of the agreed start time, the match may be declared a forfeit
· Forfeit Score:
· Recorded as a 2-0 match win (11-0, 11-0) for the present team 

· Repeated no-shows or forfeits may result in removal from league at the discretion of Rome Floyd Parks & Recreation

Sportsmanship 
This league is focused on player development, learning, and fun. Good sportsmanship is expected at all times from players, parents, and spectators.

Communication 
Tems/players will communicate through GroupMe for scheduling a good day/time to play.


Pickleball Basics
· Serve: The serve must be underhand and hit diagonally to the opponent’s service court.
· Scoring: Only the serving team can score points. Games are played to 11 points, but players must win by at least 2 points.
· Two-Bounce Rule: After the serve, each team must let the ball bounce once before volleys are allowed.
· Line Calls: Balls that land on lines are considered in.
· Non-Volley Zone (Kitchen): Players cannot volley (hit the ball before it bounces) while standing in this 7-foot area near the net.
· Faults: Faults occur from rule violations, stopping play, and giving the ball to the other team.
